CHANNEL RACK MOUNTING:

Cable Mounting Bracket (accessory)
(EHD-RMB) mounts to rear rail 
and provides a point to secure trunks.

Vertical Cable Mounting Bracket
(accessory) (EHD-RMB-GAB) mounts
to rear rail and allows the cable
attachment molding to snap into the
bracket for top down or bottom up
securing of CommScope trunks with
gland adapters.

CABINET MOUNTING:

It is recommended front and back
rails be 24 inches (60.96 cm) apart
when mounting with a 3-inch
(7.62 cm) recess.

Cable Mounting Bracket
(EHD-CMB) mounts to rear rail 
and provides a point to secure trunks.

Vertical Cable Mounting Bracket
(accessory) (EHD-CMB-GAB) mounts to
rear rail and allows the cable attachment
molding to snap into the bracket
for top down or bottom up  securing of
CommScope trunks with gland adapters.

Quick Start
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Infrared radiation is invisible
and can seriously damage the
retina of the eye. Do not look
into the ends of any optical fiber.
Do not look directly into the
optical adapters of the adapter
packs. Exposure to invisible
laser radiation may result.
A protective cap or hood
MUST be immediately placed
over any radiating adapter
or optical fiber connector
to avoid the potential of
dangerous amounts of radiation
exposure. This practice also
prevents dirt particles from
entering the connector
and adapter.

Remove center “knockout” from molding.  Slide over cable through slit on 
side of the molding. Before securing cable to rack or bracket outside of panel
make sure there is enough slack in cable to pull blade forward to second
position.
Using a CommScope trunk with gland adapter shown below will usually
provide this slack. Dress breakouts with "Hook and Loop.”  For 
non-CommScope trunks, include a piece inside of the molding.
