3 Installation

3.1 General

3.1.1 Open the port with a cutting wire. Make sure the edges are
free of burrs.
Prepare the loop cable as per standard practice.

3.2 Cable fixation in the FOSC-400G

Remark: When uncut fibers are stored, the window cut needs to be
extended with 500 mm.

3.2.1 Fix the 2 strength member connectors fo the metal cable holder
as shown.

3.2.2 In case of cables with a soft cable jacket, wrap some foam af
the end of the cable jocket. Insfall the strength members under the metal
plates and secure the 2 screws. Make sure that the loose fubes are free
fo handle! Install the 2 hose clamps over the foam and tighten.



3.2.3 Feed the loop trough the oval port such that the hose clamps 3.2.5 Lubricate the gel parts and insert the assembly.
are = 5 cm in the port.

3.2.4 Take the first gel part (with frigger) and put the cables in place,
if needed [when large cables) lubricate the cables. Take 2nd gel part
and insert the pins in the corresponding holes at top and bottom. Push
till snap fit (click).

3.2.6 Move the assembly inwards and fix the metal bracket in the
2 corresponding slits, fix af the bottom side with the split pin.




3.2.10 Determine the correct length of the fransportation tube and fix
with 2 fiewraps to the fray. Knobs af the side! Avoid that the tube is
passing the inner radius of the fray.

3.2.7  Make sure that the plastic hooks are flush with the edge of the
port. Tighten the 4 screws; make sure that after tightening the hooks are
even with the port base.

3.2.8 Take out the loose tube to be terminated and store the uncut
loops in the plasfic bag as shown.

3.2.9  Strip the loose tube at 50mm of the cable jacket.
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
